I, Suzy Wetzel, City Clerk, Winslow, Arizona, designate November 7, 2017, as the date set for
holding the City of Winslow Special Election for the purpose of presenting one proposition to the
voters.

Proposition 411 will submit to the qualified voters of the City of Winslow the question of
amending Chapter 9, Article IV, Privilege Taxes of the Winslow City Tax Code, extending the
levy of the existing two percent (2%) transaction privilege tax rate on restaurants and bars for a
period of twenty (20) years from July 1, 2018.

Information about Proposition 411 will be presented to the qualified voters of the City of Winslow
in a publicity pamphlet. The pamphlet will be mailed to the households of all registered voters
prior to the mailing of ballots.

This election will be conducted by a mail ballot wherein all registered voters will be sent a ballot
via U.S. Mail. A postage paid envelope will be provided to return the ballot to the Navajo
County Election Services Department. Ballots can also be dropped off at the drop box located
either in the City Clerk’s Office, 21 Williamson Avenue or at 619 East Third Street.

Navajo County registration and voting lists will be used for the special election which will be
conducted by the Navajo County Elections Services Department using mail ballots. The last
day for voters to register for the Special Election is October 9, 2017 by 12 o’clock midnight.
